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Chapter 8 Section 2

· Continental Army moves into Canada in 1775

· Fall 1775, Continental Army moves into Canada looking for French support

· Montreal is Captured by Richard Montgomery's forces in November 1775

· Benedict Arnold's forces reach hardships through Maine before storming Quebec on New Years Eve 1775

· Attack was unsuccessful

· Montgomery was killed

· Arnold was wounded, but kept his troops stationed outside the city, commanding them to stay stationed through a long hard winter, where many died of starvation

· In May British troops arrived and the troops surrendered, Britain still had the Colonists

· American defeat at Long Island

· George Washington tried to defend New York by moving 19,000 soldiers to Long Island to combat General William Howe's British forces

· Washington tried to assume where British troops would invade, sending 10,000 soldiers to Long Island and the rest to Manhattan, but Howe backed with the powerful British Navy, unloaded his soldiers into Long Island

· 1,500 colonist casualties. Washington crossed the Delaware River to escape the British, the Americans had lost New York

· Nathan Hale's death

· Nathan Hale was a 24 year old American spy for Washington on the New York campaign

· he disguised himself as a teacher, and tried to steal information from the British, but after a while he was caught

· his famous last words were “I only regret that I have but one life to lose for my country.”

· shows how many Patriots died heroically for their country

· Victories in Trenton and Princeton

· Washington crossed the Delaware River into Pennsylvania, and was losing hope in the war, supplies were low

· a surprise attack was planned on the British in Trenton, New Jersey, where the army attacked the soldiers (mostly Hessians) on Christmas.

· Washington led 2,400 across an stormy, icy Delaware River, and conquered in an hour and a half

· Washington soon after defeated the British at Princeton, New Jersey (January 3, 1777)

· The major victories instilled hope into the American troops

· Battle of Saratoga

· A battle fought between the Continental Army and the British, where the Americans won

· The original British plan was for Colonel Barry St. Leger, General Howe, and General Burgoyne to move their troops into Albany, New York in order to make up for the losses from the previous American victories at Trenton and Princeton

· The problem was that the other two commanders changed their plans and did not communicate. Burgoyne did not, and found that he was along when he reached Saratoga, New York

· The Americans attacked, and surrounded Burgoyne in every possible way – the British could not retreat and lost hundreds of soldiers

· About 6,000 British soldiers were taken prisoner on October 17, 1777 after surrender

· Major victory again for the colonists

· America signs treaty of Alliance with King Louis XVI initiating help from Europe

· John Paul Jones becomes the Father of the American Navy

· John Paul Jones won a famous victory at sea on the Bonhomme Richard against a British Ship Serapis

· In the midst of battle when it seemed all would be lost, the British commander demanded surrender of Jones, when he replied “I have not yet begun to fight”

· Jones' sailors captured the Serapis and boarded it, losing his own ship in the battle

· Looked upon as a Naval hero since he defeated the stronger and more powerful British Navy
