· Famous for using minor tunings, sustained notes, and an “attack” finger style, which was the start of the punchy sound in rock blues

· Influenced Robert Cray, Stevie Ray Vaughan, John Mayer, and Frank Zappa

· Billy Gibbons

· Guitarist for Z.Z. Top

· Freddie King

· Known for songs like “Hide Away” and “Have You Ever Loved A Woman”

· “Hide Away” covered by many artists including Eric Clapton in John Mayall & the Bluesbreakers

· Influenced many blues-rock players including Stevie Ray Vaughan, Eric Clapton, Jeff Beck, Keith Richards, Jerry Garcia

· Jimmy Vaughan

· Influenced by Jimmy Vaughan and Albert King

· 1989 made album Family Style with brother

· Stevie Ray Vaughan

· Incorporated rock into blues

· SRV & double trouble

· Idled Jimi Hendrix

· T-Bone Walker

· Famous for “Call It Stormy Monday (But Tuesday Is Just As Bad)”

· A very commonly covered blues song

· One of first to use amplified acoustic guitar

· Inspired B.B. King

· Pioneers in modern blues solos

Origins

· Origins in New Orleans Jazz and Blues

· Was instrumented with a combination of brass and woodwinds

· Very close, much inspiration is drawn from New Orleans origins

· Famous for slide guitar, started with using just knifes as slides, later bottle necks

Characteristics of Texas Blues:

· Licks after verses (Pride and Joy), and solos as bridges usually

· Played more in a swing style

· Has influences in jazz, slide guitar sound (Lenny)

· Guitar as lead instrument
