Memory Demonstration Supplies and Procedure

The Effects on Memory

Hypothesis:

· If classical music is listened to while studying, then it will help achieve higher test results then if rock or no music was listened to. 

Supplies Needed:

· 1 Pencil

· 1 Piece of scrap paper to cover the other columns to avoid confusion.

· 1 Memory Demonstration Test Sheet

· 1 Focused and attentive mind and brain

Procedure

1. Gather and prepare all supplies, make sure the test sheet is faced down.

2. Wait for instructions from the instructor.

· There are going to be 15 numbers that appear on the overhead.

· You will have two minutes (2 min.) to memorize what they are, and the order they are in.

· Then the overhead will be shutoff, you will flip over the test sheet, and under the proper column (the instructor will tell you which you are on), fill in as many of the numbers you remember, in the order that you remember. You will have one and a half minutes (11/2 min.) to take the test.

· Flip the test sheet back over, and wait for instructions.
